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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research were to 1) study the process of drug prevention
according to the attitudes of administrators, teachers and students in municipal schools
in Lop Buri Province and Saraburi Province and 2) compare the process of drug
prevention according to the attitudes of administrators, teachers and students in
municipal schools in Lop Buri Province and Saraburi Province. This was an exploratory
research with the sample of 368 persons — 82 administrators and teachers and 286
students from municipal schools in Lop Buri Province and Saraburi Province during the
academic year 2009. The instrument employed in this research was a questionnaire
with a reliability of 0.931. Data were analyzed in terms of percentage, mean, standard
deviation, t-test, one-way ANOVA and Scheffe’s method.

The results were as follows:

1. overall, the process of drug prevention according to the attitudes of
administrators, teachers and students in municipal schools in Lop Buri Province and
Saraburi Province was at a moderate level. Considering in each individual aspect, the
researcher found that planning and examining were at a moderate level. Operation and
problem solving were at a high level.

2. from the comparison of this process, it showed that:

2.1 there were no differences in all aspects when the sample was
classified by gender, age, education, status and school location. However when
classified by work position, work experience and experience in this drug prevention
process, differences were found at a significance level of .05. For paired comparison
analysis, it showed that planning and examining were different at a significance level of
.05.

2.2 for comparison the process of drug prevention, it showed no
differences when the students were classified by age, level of class, distance from
home to school and money received from parents for personal expensas. However,
when the students were classified by gender, average leaming achievement, traveling
from home to school, it showed differences at a significance level of .05. In the paired
comparison analysis for average leaming achievement, the operation, examining and
problem solving were different at a significance level of .05. In the paired comparison
analysis for traveling home to school, planning and examining were different at a

significance level of .05.
