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ABSTRACT

This research aims to 1) study the conduct of five values of secondary school
students as perceived by students, parent, teachers and school administrators under
the Lop Buri Educational Service Area Office and 2) compare the conduct of five values
of secondary school students as perceived by students, parent, teachers and school
administrators under the Lop Buri Educational Service Area Office when classified by
gender, education, age and work position. The sample was 396 persons comprising of
121 students, 120 parents, 100 teachers and 55 school administrators, drawn using
stratified random sampling. The instrument employed in this research was a
questionnaire with a reliability of 0.931. The data were analyzed in terms of percentage,
mean, standard deviation, t-test, one-way ANOVA and Scheffe’s method.

The findings of the research indicated that:

1. overall, the conduct of five values of secondary school students as
perceived by students, parent, teachers and school administrators under the Lop Buri
Educational Service Area Office was rated at a high level. Considered in each individual
aspect, they all were rated at a high level and ranked in descending order as follows: 1)
respect for the nation, religion and royalty, 2) practices of religious morals, 3) discipline
and respect for the laws, 4) self-reliance, hard working and self-responsibility and 5)
frugality and saving.

2. regarding the comparison of the conduct of five basic values of secondary
school students as perceived by students, parent, teachers and school administrators,
when the sample was classified by age, education, and work position, it showed a
statistically significant difference at a level of .001. However, it was found no differences
Ias. fhe sample was classified by gender. In paired comparison analysis, the students
had differences in these aspects: frugality and saving; discipline and respect for the
laws; practices of religious morals; and respect for the nation, religion and royalty, from
the perception of students, parents, teachers, and school administrators when they were

classified by age, education and work position.
