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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to 1) study listener reactions to the
promotional radio broadcast activity of Nakhon Sawan Province and 2) to compare
listeners’ reactions when classified by gender, marital status, age, education, average
monthly income, and occupation. From the population of 1,0?6,'015 people, the sample
comprised 400 -people who heard the broadcasts in Nakhon Sawan province. The
instrument was a questionnaire designed by the researcher and approved by five (5)
experts to a reliability level of 0.94. The data were analyzed in terms of percentage,
mean, standard deviation, t-test, one-way ANOVA, and Fisher's test.

The findings of this research were:

1. most of the sample population were female, married, aged 20-30 years,
-qualified to high school/diploma level, and with an average monthly income of between
5,000-10,000 baht.

2. when the listeners were classified by gender, marital status, age,
education, and average monthly income, there was no difference in their reactions to a

significance level of .05, however occupational difference affected their reactions to a

significance level of .05.
