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ABSTRACT

This research was conducted with the following objectives: 1) to explore
educational administrators’ roles in promoting research in classrooms according to the
opinions of educational administrators and teachers under Lop Buri Educational Service
Area Office; 2) to compare educational administrators’ roles in promoting research in
classrooms according to the opinions of educational adrhinisu'atars and teachers under
Lop Buri Educational Service Area Office, as classified according to job position,
educational background, work experience and school size. The sample group for this
research comprised 371 educational administrators and teachers under Lop Buri
Educational Service Area Office, in the academic year 2009. The instrument employed
in the research comprised a questionnaire to a reliability value of 0.982. The statistical
methods employed in data collection included percentage, mean value, standard
deviation, T-test and one-way ANOVA analysis. When differences were discovered, the
mean values for pairs were compared using Scheffe's method.

The research findings indicated the following:

1. overall and by individual aspects, the educational administrators’ roles in
promoting research in classrooms according to opinions of educational administrators
and teachers under Lop Buri Educational Service Area Office were at a high level. The
mean values have been listed in order from high to low as follows: 1) promotion of
teamwork; 2) support and morale boosting; 3) teacher development; 4) creating an
academic atmosphere; 5) supervision; and 6) creating research networks.

2. the educational administrators’ roles in promoting research in classrooms
according to the opinions of educational administrators and teachers under Lop Buri
Educational Service Area Office, as categorized by job position, differed by a siatistical
significance of .001, while seducational background and work experience groupings
differed by a statistical significance of .01. The group of work experience less than 10
years differed in opinion from the group with more than 20 years’ work experience. No

differences occurred when the sample was grouped by school size.
