The objectives of this research were 1) to study the observance of 8 basic moral
principles in basic schools under Lop Buri Educational Service Area Office, and 2) to
compare people’s practices of 8 basic moral principles in the basic school when they were
classified according to gender, age, responsibility, education, school size, authority. The
study was conducted with 395 educational administrators, teachers, parents, and students
in the academic year 2009. The instrument used in this research was a questionnaire to a
reliability of 0.950. The data were analyzed in terms of percentage, mean, standard
deviation, t-test, one-way ANOVA and Scheffe’s Method.

The findings were as follows:

1. the observance of 8 basic moral principles was, overall, at a good level.
Considered each individual aspect, they all were at a good level and their mean values
were ranged in descending order as follows: politeness, unity, generosity; the lowest mean
value was loyalty.

2. the observance in overall was no different when the sample was classified
according to gender, age, education, school size, and authority. However, classified by
responsibility, they were different in loyalty and politeness of administrators and teachers
and in unity of administrators and parents to a significance level of .05.
