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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to 1) compare Prathomsuksa 5 students’
learning achievement of morality and ethics about trustfulness after they were taught
using the Bloom’s teaching method, 2) compare their learning achievement of morality
and ethics about trustfulness after they were taught using the Bloom’s teaching method
and the conventional method, and 3) compare their satisfaction of learning management
using the Bloom’s teaching method and the conventional method. The sample consisted
of 70 Prathomsuksa 5 students equally divided into 2 groups. — the experimental group
and the controlled group — from Wat Tungfak School, Sam Chuk District, Suphan Buri
Province. The instruments were: 1) learning plans using the 'Blobrh’-s teaching method,
2) learning plans using the conventional method, 3) a learning édhievement test with a
reliability of 0.82, and 4) a questionnaire about the satisfaction of learning management.
The data were analyzed in terms of mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

The results were as follows:

1. after taught using the Bloom’s teaching method, the students had higher
'leaming achievement, at a significance level of .01

_ 2. those students taught using the Bloom’s teaching method had higher
learning achievement than those taught using the conventional method, at a
significance level of .01. |

3. those students taught using the Bloom’s teaching method had higher

satisfaction than those taught using the conventional method, at a significance level of

.05.
