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The objectives of this research were to 1) study basic information, 2) develop 

the curriculum, 3) implement the cumculum and 4) evaluate and improve the curriculum. 

The sample, drawn using simple random sampling, consisted of 18 Prathomsuksa 6 

students from Wat Nong Rong School, Sam Chuk District, Suphan Buri Province duing 

the second semester of the academic year 2009. Instruments used in this research 

were 1) the Buddhist course curriculum entitle 'Precepts and Prestige', 2) a learning 

achievement test with a reliability of 0.813, an obsetvafion form of physical and speech 

behaviors and 4) an attitude test towards the curriculum. Data were analyzed in terms 

of percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and content analysis. 

The results were as follows: 

1. from studying basic information, the researcher found that school and 

involved persons had a need to develop Ihe curriculum and were willing to support. It 

was also found that a learning activity was an important pad to develop students' 

knowledge and their physical and speech behaviors. They had more positive attitude 

towards the curriculum. The learning activity was a Buddhism way to practice precepts 

and prestige according to Buddha's principles. The objective was to assist students to 

Ieam from direct experiences and be able use these principles in their daily life. 

2. the research developed the draft curriculum which consisted of principles, 

objectives, structure, course description, scope of content, learning activity hour, media 

and learning resources, evaluation and measurement, and 9 lesson plans. The 

curriculum was divided into 2 parts: theory and practicing precepts and prestige. The 

experts evaluated that the curriculum was suitable to use in this learning management. 
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3, the researcher implemented the curriculum for 14 hours and found that 

students tnrly had knowledge, understanding, faith in precepts and prestige. 

4. from the evaluation and improvement. students had higher learning 

achievement after using the curriculum at a significance level of .05. During the activity. 

students had better physical and speech behaviors in precepts and prestige. They also 

had more positive attitude towards the curriculum. However the scope of content should 

be more related to the objectives. Studying time should be adjusted as follows: 1) Unit 1 

(World's Masterpieces): studying time should be increase from I to 2 hours and 2) Unit 

3 (Former Great Men): studying topics should be decreased from 4 to 2 topics and 

3) Unit 5 (Middle Part): studying time should be decreased from 6 to 5 hours. 
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
