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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to: 1) study states and problems of
building affairs and surroundings administrations in basic education schools under
Educational Service Office Area 1; 2) compare states and problems of building affairs
and surroundings administrations in basic education schools under Educational Service
Office Area 1, as classified by job position, school size, experience in relation to
building affairs and surroundings management in the following five aspects: house
construction, occupancy, maintenance, supervision, and evaluation of usage. The
sample population comprised 359 administrators, teachers, and school committees in
basic education schools under Educational Service Office Area 1 in academic year
2009. The instrument used in this study was a questionnaire designed by the
researcher. The questionnaire’s reliability was 0.963. The data were analyzed by
percentage, mean, standard deviation, and one-way ANOVA. |

The results of the study were as follows:

1. states and problems of building affairs and surroundings administrations in
basic education schools under Educational Service Office Area 1 for administrators,
teachers, and school committees were as follows:

1.1 states of building affairs and surroundings administration in basic
education schools were rated overall at a high level

1.2 problems of building affairs and surroundings administration in basic
education schools were rated overall at a moderate level. Considering each of the five
aspects of building affairs and surroundings administration, it was found that problems

were rated at a moderate level in the following four aspects: construction, occupancy
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supervision, and house maintenance. However, evaluation of usage was rated at a low
level and considered the least problem.

2. comparing states and problems of building affairs and surroundings
administrations in basic education schools under Educational Service Office Area 1, as
classified by job position, school size, and experience in relation to building affairs and
surroundings management under Educational Service Office Area 1, when classified by
job position and school size revealed that administrators and teachers rated the basic
education schools under Educational Service Office Area 1 in Saraburi Province overall
at a different level, with a statistical significance of .05. When classified by experience in
relation to building affairs and surroundings management, it was found that the states of
building affairs and surroundings administrations were rated overall at the same level.
Classified by each aspect, it was found that comparing those with experience in relation
to building affairs and surroundings management for 0-5 years and those with
experience with 10 years or more, and respondents with 6 -10 years' exp erience
together with those of experience of 10 years or more, respondents rated the basic
education schools under Educational Service Office Area 1 in Saraburi Province at a
different level, with a statistical significance of .05.

3. the results of comparing problems of building affairs and surroundings
management in basic education schools under Educational Service Office Area 1, as
classified by job position and school size, showed that the basic education schools
under Educational Service Office Area 1 in Saraburi Province had problems in building
affairs and surroundings management overall at a different level, with a statistical
significance of 0.05. Also, the population with experience in relation to building affairs
and surroundings management for 6-10 years and those with experience for 10 years o1
more revealed that basic education schools under Educational Service Office Area 1 in
Saraburi Province had problems in building affairs and surroundings management

overall at a different level, with a statistical significance of 0.05
