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The purposes of this research aims to compare 1) a learning achievement of
Buddhism subject entitled ‘Five Moral Precepts’ for Prathomsuksa 6 students using
Yonisomanasikarn method and Cippa method, 2) the students’ attitude towards
Buddhism subject using Yonisomanasikarn method and Cippa method and 3) the
students’ behavior of five moral precepts using Yonisomanasikarn method and Cippa
method. The sample drawn using simple random sampling was 80 students equally
from 2 classes at Samakkee Wittaya School during the first semester of academic year
2010. The instruments in this research were 1) a lesson plan using Yonisomanasikarn
method, 2) a lesson plan using Cippa method, 3) a learning achievement test of ‘Five
Moral Precepts’ with a reliability of 0.830, 4) an attitude test towards Buddhism subject
with a reliability of 0.800 and 5) a behavior test of five moral precepts with a reliability of
0.780. The data were analyzed with mean, standard deviation and t-test.

The findings were as the followings:

1. the students’ learning achievement using Yonisomanasikarn method was
different from using Cippa method at a significance level of .01.

2. the students’ attitude was also different when using Yonisomanasikarn from
using Cippa method at a significance level of .01.

3. the students’ behavior of five moral precepts were not different when using

Yonisomanasikarn and Cippa method.
