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This research aims to compare: 1) the Prathomsuksa 6 students’ life skills
before and after the intervention using group process-focused activities; 2) the
Prathomsuksa 6 students’ life skills before the intervention using non group process-
focused activities; 3) the Prathomsuksa 6 students’ life skills during the process of the
intervention using group process-focused activities and 4) the attitudes towards the
activities with a group- focused and a non group-focused. The samples used were 48
Prathomsuksa 6 students in the first semester in the academic year of 2010 at Baan
Koa Klang School in Lop Buri Education Service Area Office 2. They were randomly
selected by means of simple random sampling and divided into two groups: 24 students
with a control and 24 with an experimental. The instruments used included 1) the
activity plan with a group process-focused for the life skills development; 2) the activity
plan with a non group process-focused for the life skills development; 3) the scale for
measuring Prathomsuksa 6 students’ life skills with its reliability of 0.839 and a
questionnaire for the attitudes towards the activities for the life skills development with
its reliability of 0.883. The statistical operation used for the data analysis was mean,
standard deviation, and t-test.

The results were as follows: _

1. the Prathomsuksa 6 students’ life skills after the intervention using group
process-focused activities are rated higher than before the intervention at a statistically
significant level of .01.

2. the Prathomsuksa 6 students’ life skills after the intervention using non
group process-focused activities are rated higher than before the intervention at a

statistically significant level of .01.

3. the Prathomsuksa 6 students’ life skills after the intervention using group
process-focused activities are rated higher than the students’ life skills after the
intervention u_'s'ing non group process-focused activities at a statistically significant level
of 01.

4. the Prathomsuksa 6 students convey more positive attitudes towards group
process-focused activities for the development of life skills than- non group process-

focused activities at a statistically significant level of .01,
