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The Purposes of this study were to 1) study preliminary information,
2) develop the curriculum, 3) implement the curriculum and 4) evaluate and improve the
curriculum. The sample used in this research was 30 Stage 3 students at Tesaban 3
School (Wat Klong Sai Bua), Mueang District, Lop Buri Province during the second
semester of the academic year 2009. Instruments employed in this research were as
follows: 1) a questionnaire, 2) an evaluation form for the draft curriculum, 3) a test of
consumption value with a reliability of 0.803 and 4) an observation form for consumption
behavior. Data were analyzed with mean, standard deviation, t-test and content
analysis.

The findings were as follows:

1. from interviewing teachers, curriculum experts and educational committee,
it was found that the curriculum was suitable since youth had a problem about
consumption. The objectives should develop the students to have these characteristics:
1) having knowledge about appropriate consumption values, 2) accepting and
contenting appropriate consumption values and 3) observing and planning to develop
their behavior to appropriate consumption values. The curriculum content should have 4
aspects: 1) values to choose fundamental things, 2) values to choose technology,
3) values to choose media and 4) values to choose recreation. The curriculum learning
activities should have 3 parts: 1) an activity emphasizing on values of clarification
process, 2) a learning management for observing, planning and practicing themselves
from the chosen suitable consumption plan and 3) a learning management for students
to participate in analysis and group discussion in order to encourage them to express

their opinion for desirable characteristics. The result showed that graduated students
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should have 2 characteristics: 1) suitable consumption values and 2) suitable
consumption behavior.

2. the developed curriculum consisted of principles, course description,
objectives, structure, scope of content, studying hour, learning management activity,
media of learning management, measurement and evaluation and 10 learning
management plans. When the experts examine the curriculum, it was found that there
should be an activity to allow students express their opinion to choose their values to
the group members. Next, they select those values to be a group’s value. Then,
a representative presented the selected value to the class. Finally, they would
summarize the selected value.

3. from implementing the curriculum, the researcher found that students had
an interest and a participation in the curriculum. They were able to reasonably analyze
to choose suitable values. Moreover, they could give their opinion to choose that value.

4. from evaluating and improving the curriculum. The researcher found that
students had more suitable consumption values after using the curriculum at
a significance level of .01. In addition, their consumption behavior was more suitable
than the standard of 60 percent at a significance level of .01. The studying hour of
curriculum should be amended with increasing the studying hour because the activity

required a lot of time.
