The objectives of this research were to 1) develop the activity enhancing
thinking skills using De Bono’s Six Thinking Hats Technique for ‘The Good Citizen of
the Nation’ for Prathomsuksa 3 students, 2) compare the students’ thinking ability for
‘The Good Citizen of the Nation’, Social Studies, Religion and Culture Learning
Substance Group before and after using De Bono’s Six Thinking Hats Technique and
3) study the students’ satisfaction of the activity. The sample drawn using purposive
sampling was 17 Prathomsuksa 3 students during the academic year 2009 at Wat Ban
Mahapote School under Lop Buri Educational Service Area Office 2. The Instruments
used in this research were 1) an activity enhancing thinking skills using De Bono’s Six
Thinking Hats Technique, 2) a test of thinking ability with a reliability of 0.904 and 3) a
satisfaction evaluation form of the developed activity with a reliability of 0.730. Data
were analyzed in terms of P.M. (Puisance Measure), mean, standard deviation and
t-test.

The results were as follows:

1. the activity enhancing thinking skills using De Bono’s Six Thinking Hats
Technique had high quality.

2. the students’ thinking ability for ‘The Good Citizen of the Nation’ after being
taught using the developed activity was higher at a significance level of .05.

3. the students’ satisfaction of the developed activity was at a high level.
