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The general objective of this research was to develop the local curriculum
entitled ‘Plaeng Choi at Grandmother's Home Literature’, Thai Language Substance
Group for Prathomsuksa 6 students. It also had specific objectives to 1) study basic
information in developing the aforementioned local curriculum; 2) develop the local
curriculum; 3) trial the local curriculum; 4) evaluate and improve the local curriculum.
The sample totaled 50 Prathomsuksa 6 students during the academic year 2009, under
Suphan Buri Education Service Area Office. The instruments used in this research were
1) an interview form; 2) a questionnaire; 3) a group conversation, 4) a learning
achievement test to a reliability of 0.914; 5) a Plaeng Choi singing skill evaluation; and
6) a learning satisfaction evaluation to a reliability of 0.845. The data were 'ahaiyzed in
terms of content analysis, mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

The findings of this research were:

1. from studying basic information, the researcher found that organizations

~had a policy that would like the community to get participated in managing and doing all
activities. This could be done by having learning process in the community according to
the community’s current issues and community and students’ needs. There should be a
support to do the local curriculum that was fit the community, society, and local wisdom.
This would help to create good developing process for society. For students and
involved people, they would have an opportunity to study and had a real practice.

2. from developing the local curriculum, the researcher found that the local
curriculum was comprised of principle, objective, structure, studying period, course

syllabus, learning standard, indicator, content, learning management guideline, teaching
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media, assessment and evaluation, and 11 learning management plans. The experts
evaluate the local curriculum and found that it was suitable.

3. from trailing the local curriculum for total 20 hours (3 hours per week, 6
weeks and 2 more hours) and 11 learning management plans, the researcher found
“that students had more attention to learning activities, and they also enjoyed studying.
They could practice it well, and got direct experience from local wise people.

4. from the evaluation and improvement, the researcher found that students’
learning achieve was higher after studying with the developed local curriculum at a
significance level of .01. Their singing skill was great. Also their attitude towards the
studying was good. It was found that the local curriculum should improve as follows: 1)
2nd learning plan should have more pictures and less content to make it more
interesting; 2) studying period was too short so the period should be able to flexible to
activities. The studying period was increased from 18 to 20 hours; 3) when we invited
local wise people to participate in the classroom, a teacher should go with them in order
to help them control the students for their conduct and safety and for giving advice to

students.
