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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to 1) study school environmental management for early
childhood children as perceived by administrators and teachers in the schools under the
Jurisdiction of Lop Buri Primary Educational Service Area Office 2 and 2) compare
school environmental management for early childhood children as perceived by school
administrators and teachers classified by position, sex, education, work experience and
school size. The sample groups in this research were 302 school administrators and
teachers in the academic year of 2012, obtained by using Yamane formula and
stratified random sampling in accordance with the school size. The instrument used in
this research was a questionnaire with a reliability of 0.943.The data were analyzed by
using percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, one-way analysis of variance, and
Scheffe's method for pairwise comparisons of means.

The findings indicated that:

1.Overall, the school environmental management for early childhood children
as perceived by the administrators and teachers in the schools under the Jurisdiction of
Lop Buri Primary Educational Service Area Office 2 in every aspect was at a high level.
The first three aspects were 1) The fire protection, 2) the first aid, and 3) the prevention
of diseases, respectively.

2. A comparison of the school environmental management for early childhood

children as perceived by the administrators and teachers in the schools, classified by
school size, was significantly different (p<.05). However, there were no significant

differences (p>.05) when classified by position, sex, education, and work experience.
