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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to 1) study the information perception from the TV. media
and the virtuous behavior of the Rajabhat University students in the central geographic
region, 2) compare the information perception from the TV media and the virtuous
behavior of the Rajabhat University students in the central geographic region classified
by gender, class level, family status, guardians’ career, faculty, grade point average,
monthly expense, and university, 3) study the relationship between the information
perception from the TV media and the virtuous behavior of the aforementioned
students, and 4) study the predictive equation on the virtuous behavior and the
information perception from the TV media of said students the 397 samples employed,
using Yamane’s formula obtained by stratified random sampling. The instrument used
was a questionnaire that was constructed by the researcher with the reliability of 0.801.
The data were analysed to calculate frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation,
T-test, F-test, Fisher's method, Pearson, Product moment, and regression equation to
predict the students’ virtuous behavior and the information perception from TV media.

Findings showed as follows:

1. The regarding information perception from the TV media and the virtuous
behavior of the Rajabhat University students in the central geographic region

1.1 the overall information perception from the TV media of said students
was rated at a high level, when considering each aspect ranged in descending order of
mean namely attitude, followed by motives, expectation, and interest respectively.

1.2 the virtuous behavior in general of the aforesaid students was rated at

high level, when considering each aspect ranged in descending order of mean namely



the generosity ranked first followed by unity, courteousness, disciplined mind, economy,
loyalty, industriousness and cleanness respectively.

2. On the comparison of the information perception from the TV media and the
virtuous behavior of the aforesaid students:

2.1 regarding the comparison on the information perception from the TV
media of the students when classified by their university, it was found statistically
significant difference at a level of .001 and at a level of .05 when classified by grade
point average but it was found no difference when classified by gender, family status,
guardian’s career, class level, faculty and monthly expense.

2.2 regarding the comparison on the virtuous behavior of said students
when classified by university, it showed statistically significant difference at a level of
.001, however, it was found no difference when classified by gender, family status,
guardian’s career, class level, faculty, grade point average and monthly expense.

3. The information perception from the TV media related with the virtuous
behavior of the students at a level of .001 statistically significance in all expects an
ranged in descending order of mean as follows:- industriousness, economy, loyalty, and
discipline mind respectively.

4. The most suitable predictive equation between the virtuous behavior and
the information perception from the TV media of the student in general was the second
model that, yielded 57.40 percent (R=.574) of prediction as shown:-
