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The purpose of this research was to study sex role, assertiveness and
emotional reaction to potential stress. Three instruments: A sex role inventory, an
assertiveness measure and an emotional reaction measure were administered to 215

Chulalongkorn University students.

The results are as follows:

1. Participants classified as masculine and feminine are significantly
more assertive (p < .05) than those who are undifferentiated.

2. Participants classified as androgyny are significantly more assertive
(p < .001) than those who are undifferentiated.

3. Participants classified as masculine have significantly more positive
emotional reaction to potential stress (p < .01) than those who are undifferentiated.

4. Participants classified as androgyny have significantly more positive
emotional reaction to potential stress (o < .001) than those who are undifferentiated.

5. There is a significant positive correlation (o < .01) between

assertiveness and emotional reactional to potential stress.
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
