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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to: 1) compare Matthayomsuksa 1 students’
English reading comprehension using the Concentrated Language Encounter Approach and
traditional instruction; and 2) study the students’ satisfaction towards learning English using
Concentrated Language Encounter and traditional instruction. The sample, chosen by simple
random sampling, comprised Matthayomsuksa 1 students from 2 classrooms of 30 students
each from Suan Taeng Wittaya School in Mueang Suphan Buri District under the jurisdiction
of Secondary Education Service Area Office 9. The students were working on the English
subject: Eng. 21101, during the first semester of the academic year 2014. The research
instruments were as follows: 1) learning management plans using the Concentrated
Language Encounter Approach and traditional instruction), 2) a measurement test on English
reading comprehension with a reliability value of 0.774, 3) a measurement test on satisfaction
towards learning English with a reliability value of 0.733. Data were analyzed in terms of
mean, standard deviations and t-test.

Findings showed that:

1. The students’ English reading comprehension using the Concentrated Language
Encounter Approach and traditional instruction was significantly different (p<.05).

2. Overall, the students’ satisfaction towards learning English using the

Concentrated Language Encounter Approach and traditional instruction was at a high level.
