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The objective of the thesis is to study the naming of Thai country songs between
1997 — 2002. The study considers 3 aspects: strategies of naming Thai country songs,
use of words and idioms, and reflection of culture and society. The study concerning
strategies reveal that the names consist of words, which are either nouns or verbs; noun
phrases; and sentences, with or without subjects. The study concerning the use of
words and idioms is divided into specific wording, rhymed wording, and repetition. The

kinds of idioms used are original, adapted, and new.

Most of the names of Thai country songs are about unhappy love. A smaller
number of the names, although of no less significance, reflect contemporary Thai culture
and society: belief, customs, values, education, characters, appearance, occupations,

and life styles.

in generél, the study of the naming of Thai country songs shows that some of
the names play a key role because they depict the outstanding characteristics of the
“country song,” which are rusticity, Thai disposition, and dynamics of the names of Thai
country songs, in which some are still country and some have adapted themseives

according to recent social trends.
