The objectives of this research were to study family communication pattemns
and media exposure of parents in Bangkok. Questionnaires were used to collect data from 450
subjects which were randomly selected. Percentage, means, one way ANOVA and crosstabulation

were used to analyze data through SPSS/PC Computer program.
The resulis of the study were as the followings :

1. In the families whose parents had young children, Closed and open. family

communication pattem were mostly used, respectively.

2. Television, cable T.V., newspaper and radio were the mass media to which the

parents were exposed most, respectively.

3. Parents were exposed most to mediated person, talking with their children, talking

with themselves and family members living in the same house, respectively. |

4. Comparing the families which there were open family communication pattem to the
families which there were random family communication pattem on the amount of media exposure,
the former were exposed to mass media more than the latter. However, there was no difference of
amount of media exposure between the families whose family communication pattemn were open and

closed. ’

5. Comparing among the three family communication pattems, the families whose
family communication pattern were random were less exposed to mass media than the families
whose family communication pattems were closed and open. There was no difference in mediated

person exposure between the closed and open family communication pattern.
