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The objectives of this research are as follow:
1. To study the policy, mission, programs production and broadcasting procedure of the
National Educational Radio Network.
2. To analyze the factors that result in the performance of the National Educational Radio
Network.
The research shows that
1. The station policy and mission follows the Programming Board's rules and regulation. Uniike the
other radto stations, the National Educational Radio Network is under supervision of a middie-level
management committee from various government sectors. National management team that are in the higher
level cannot be found in the station organizational structure.
2. The govemment sectors which are responsible for the programs production and

broadcasting of the network include The National Educational Radio Network, The Government Public

Relations Department; The Center for Educational Technology, Department of Non-formal Educational, the
Ministry of Education; The office of Educational Technolog_y, Sukhothai Thammathirat Open University;
Rajabhat Institute Suan Dusit, The office of Rajabhat Institute Council The Ministry of Education; Agricuttural
Communication Division, Department of Agriculture Extension, The Ministry of Agricuiture and Cooperatives;
and Health Education Division, Office of the Permanent Secretary of MOPH, Ministry of Public Health. There
are three types of the educational programs which are formal, non-formal and informal programs.
3. There are 3 factors that result in the performance of the National Educational Radio Network

in providing educational service to public which are

3.1 The organizational management

3.2 The policy and mission

3.3 The program production and broadcasting
