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The purpose of this research Is to explore the expasure to the radio and television spillover signal of Thai and
Myanmar audience along the Thai - Myanmar borders, and the factors influencing the exposure to Thai and Myanmar radio
and television programs. Data was collected from the survey research using questionnaire as the material to inteMw 250
Thai samples living in Mae sai district of Chiang rai province. And 150 Myanmar samples living in Thachilek province of
Union of Myanmar. True audience from the sampling was asked to give interview in order to analyze the data from the
interview

-

Finding of the research are:
1. Most of Myanmar samples are Chinese and Shan speaking Chinese, Shan and Thai Languages. 100% of

Myanmar samples expose to the Thai radio and television signals, which 20% are intentionally to Thai radio and 89.04% to

Thai television.

For the Myanmar samples who intentionally expose to the Thai radio, in a week, they seidom expose to Thai
radio signals, and the program they like most is Thai country songs program. In the meantime the Myanmar samples

indicated that they usually expose to Thai television signals, and the programs they like most are the News and drama

program.

Factors influencing the exposure to Thai spillover signals of the Myanmar samples are form and content of Thai

radio and television programs, technical problems, languages and personal interast of the audiences.

2. Most of Thai samples are Thai, Chinese and Shan speaking Thai, Chinese and Shan Languages
respectively. 20.4 % of the Thai sampies expose to the Myanmar radio and television signals, which 11.11% intentionally
expose {o Myan@[ radio and 15.69% to Myanmar telsvision

For the Thai samples who intentionally expose the Myanmar radio, in a week, they often expose to Myanmar radio
éignals. one to two hours a day. The program they like most is Myanmar folk songs program. In the meanwhile, they
seidom expose to Myanmar television signals, and the programs they like most is News Program.

Factors influencing the exposure to Myanmar spillover signals of the Thai samples are personal interests,

languages and forms with content of Myanmar radio and television programs.
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
