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Thailand is an open economy. Intemational trade is very imperative to develop the country’s economy. The
Bangkok Port, a central port providing import and export’s transportation in Thailand, is one of the most vital places
in the pursuit of intemational trade. Therefore. it is important to study factors affecting Thailand's import and expont

transportation through the Bangkok Port

The objectives of this research were to study the operation of the Bangkok Port and its transportation
development and factors affecting Thailand’s import and export transportation through the Bangkok Port as well as
forecast in the future. The study is not only qualitative but also quantitative analysis. The quantitative analysis was
estimated preciscly by using the Ordinary Least Squares (OLS) techniques during the quarter periods of 2000-2004
totaling of 20 quarters. Furthermore, Autoregressive Integrated Moving Average Model (ARIMA) was used 1o
forecast Thailand’s import and export transportation through the Bangkok Port during the quarter perivds of

2006-2007 totaling of 8 quarters.

The result of this research found that The Bangkok Port is a center place for domestic cargo distribution.
It has introduction of modem facilities to its operation and improve to maintain its convention and efticient
performance with fast and safe service at all times. The factors affecting Thailand’s import transportation through
the Bangkok Port were GDP of Thailand, exchange rate, import price index, quantity of import vessel to Bangkok
and occurrence of Once Stop Service Center. Moreover, factors affecting Thailand’s export transportation through
the Bungkok Port were exchange rate, export price index, quantity of export vessel from Bangkok and occurrence of
One Stop Service Center. Finally, the forecast of Thailand’s import and export transportation through the Bangkok
Port during the quarter periods of 2006-2007 showed an increase of average growth rate of .55 percent of impont
transportation, On the other hand, there was a decrease of (.60 percent in the average growth rate of expont
transportation. The recommendation from this rescarch is the government and concemed agencies should have
promotion policy for the Bangkok Port, provision of full range of services to maintain the market share and

developing the Bangkok Port to cope with the cconomic circumstances.
