The aim of this research was to study the spiritual experience of patients with
end-stage renal failure. A qualitative approach was utilized. Twenty informants who
consented to participate in the study were interviewed in-depth and tape recorded. The
semi-structured interview covered the following issues: 1) life philosophy, 2) religious,
3) transcendence, and 4) spiritual awareness. Content analysis was applied for data

analysis.

Five major spiritual experience themes were revealed. 1) life philosophy,
including five subthemes: 1.1) no future, 1.2) living with worthless, 1.3) A-V shunt is
lifeline, 1.4) dependence on hemodialysis, and 1.5) disease of rich, poor die. 2) religious
aspect, with three subthemes: 2.1) peaceful, 2.2) enlighten, and 2.3) determination.
3) transcendence with two subthemes: 3.1) wish for cure, 3.2) need for psychological
support. 4) spiritual awarness with five subthemes; 4.1) the success of my child is
everything in my life, 4.2) moral is a family warmness, 4.3) want to live longer, 4.4) want
a renal transplant, and 4.5) need support from the government. 5) Serendipitous finding
from this study was love needed from family members.

The results of this research revealed that spiritual experience among
patients with renal disease was the most valuable in their lives. Nurses should use these

results as guidelines to assess and plan nursing interventions for spiritual care.
