The purpose of this research was to study the effect of sex education on sexual
knowledge, behavior, and attitude of Mathayomsuksa 4 students. The participants were 49
students from Sétreesamutprakarn School, Samutprakarn province. All of them were divided
into two groups; the experimental group (25 students) and the control group (24 students).
Sex education content for Mathayomsuksa level that was developed by Center for Research
and Development of Sexuality, Chulalongkomn University, was used to teach both groups.

Child-center technique was used to teach the experimental group, while lecturing techriique

was used to teach the control group.

The results showed that:

1) There was statistical significance difference between pretest and posttest on sexual
knowledge at .05 level but there were no statistical significance difference between pretest and
posttest on sexual behavior and attitude of the experimental group.

2) There were no statistical significance difference between the experimental group and

the control group on their sexual knowledge, behavior, and attitude after the treatment.
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
