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The purposes of this quas expenmental research were to (1) compare nursing practice as
perceived by patients and nursing satsfaction of using pattern of nursing documentation before and after
using nursing documentation emphasizing holistic care and (2) compare nurses’ satisfaction ot using pattern
of Nursing dpcumentation between experitnenta!l and control group .Research subjects were 40 patients with
similar orthapedic clinics. equally assigned fiifo orie experimenial group and one contro!l group and 22 staff
nurses working in orthopidic units.nine staff nurses were {ncluded in experimental group thal used nursing
documentation emphasizing holistic care and 13 stafl nurses were included i control group that used
regular nursing documentation. Research nstruments four pattern of were develop nursing documientation
emphasizing holistc care: {1assessment form. (2Zinursing care plan form. (3)nurses’ note form and
Hdischarge summary form. nursing documentation manual and nursing documentaiion audit. Two
guestionnaires. Nursing Practice and nurses. Satisfaction were cevelop for collecting research data All
instuments were tese for conteni validity. The Cronbach alpha roefficient of Nursing problem and Nurses’
satisfaction were .93 and .97, respecti\{oly. The date were analyzed by using frequericy. percentage. median,
Interquatile Ranks and nonparametric statistics.

The major findings were as followings:
1. The scurres of nursing practice as pracceived by pattents afler the experiment were significanting tugher
than these before the experiment.at the .05 level.

The score of nurses’ satisfaction of using patterns of nursing document after the experiment were

significant higher than there before the experiment.at the .05 level,
3. After program implementation the xcoras of nurses’ satisfaction of using patterns of nursing document in

experimental group were significant higher than there in control group. at the .05 level.
