The purpose of this research was to develop an art education instructional mode! approaching
by Gene A. Miller's theory of art criticism for enhancing visual art perception of elementary school
students aged 7-9 years.

The populations of this research were 3 groups of experts, which were 5 art educational experts,
6 art perception experts, and 4 art criticism experts. Researcn instruments consisted of 1) art education
lesson plan based on art criticism instructional model approachi}:g by Gene A. Miller's theory of art
criticism for enhancing visual art perceptior. of elementary schoo! students aged 7-9 years, 2)
questionnaires for experts’ attitude towards art educction instruction developec by researcher. The data
were analysed by frequency distribution, percentages and content analysis.

The research finding was found that the art education instructional model, developed by using
lesson plan as an instrument to arrange art cducation instruction approaching by Gene A. Miller,
enhanced visual art perception and could be used efficiently to create learning processes for elementary
school students aged 7-9 years. The art education instructional mode! developed by the researcher
consisted of learning objective, contert cluster, and learning activity management; teaching processes
developed by integrating Gene A. miller's 4 algorithms of art criticism method, which were description,
analysis, criticism, and justiﬁcétion stage; art practise; teaching media; and evcluation.

Art education experts, visual art perception experts, and art criticism experts gave 5 suggestive
items to develop art education instructional model approaching by Gene A. Miller. Those 5 items were
suinmarised as follows: 1) the level of content cluster should be adjusted appropriately to students’ age;
2) learning processes duration should be spent more in learning activity, instructional model should be
variety and each lesson plan should provide conclusion; 3) Gene A. Miller's art criticism algorithm in
Content level arranging and questioning should concern on students’ language development and should
emphasis on children centre; 4) media/picture using for criticism should not be compliéate but simple
and clear; and 5) assessment and evaluation criteria in 4 algorithms of criticism learning process should
be increased.

Art education experts, art criticism experts, and visual art perception experts suggested that
lesson plan and fesson plan’s factors in art education instruction should provide learning for elementary

school students aged 7-9 years.
