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The purpose of this research was to study the value of Thai sculpture as perceived by
instructors and undergraduate students in the Faculty of Fine Art, Rajamamgala Institute of
Technology in five aspects: art value, art history value, Thai wisdom value, art and culture value, and
belief and tradition value.

The samples of population composed of 13 instructors and 307 undergraduate students in
the Faculty of Fine Art, Rajamangala Institute of Technology. The instruments used in this research
included a set of interview and questionnaire. The data were analyzed by means of frequency.
percentage, arithmetic means. standard deviation and content analysis.

Concerning the value of Thai sculpture, the research findings revealed that the instructors
expressed their opinions the most in the aspect of art value and the aspect of belief and tradition
value, followed by art history value, Thai wisdom value, and art and culture value respectively.

On the other hand. the overall opinions of the students concerning the value of Thai
sculpture was at the level of agreement ( X = 4.36). In terms the opinions in each aspect, it was found
that students expressed their opinions at the level of strongly agreement in aspect of art and culture
value (X =4.53). The other 4 aspects were at the level of agreement as followed:Belief and tradition
value ( X =4.39), art value (X =4.34), art history value (X =4.30) and Thai wisdom value (X =4.21)
respectively.

In addition, the instructors made suggestions concerning encouragement in preservation and
promotion of Thai sculpture. The students suggested in the aspect of art history value that there
should be the awareness concerning Thai sculpture growth and change and the recording events in

relation to Thai sculpture.
