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Trok Sin -Trok Tuk Din Community has been a historical community since the beginning of the
Ratanakosin Era. As a result of the exploration of historical communities in the Pranakorn District it was
revealed that Trok Sin -Trok Tuk Din community has the greatest variety of housing patterns ,Most houses are
still in their original.Therefore, they were selected for the study on transformation of housing patterns. The
research objectives were (1) to investigate the history of Trok Sin -Trok Tuk Din Community settlement; (2) to
investigate the transformation of its housing patterns and (3) to study factors related to the transformation.

Qualitative methods is used as well as frequency analysis of quantitative data. A basic exploration
of physical aspects was also employed to classify sampling units into 4 group according to their
appearances. The community exploration was done in 3 phases; (1) Basic exploration (2) Interview pre-test
and (3) In-depth exploration and interviewing on housing pattern transformation. A structured open-ended
interview and an in-depth exploration on housing transformation were implemented.

It was found that housing patterns of Trok Sin -Trok Tuk Din Comrﬁunity could be divided into 4
types according to their transformation. Firstly, the original houses with the least maintenance that appeared
in poor condition; secondly, the original houses with some maintenance and that appeared in better
condition; thirdly, the original houses which were reserved and maintained their architecture historical value;
and fourthly, the rebuilt houses.Mostly, the houses were transformed in order to rent out. Most important
factors effecting the transformation were (1) income of both owners and tenants - the higher their income,
the better transformation condition of their houses (2) the property possessions, houses in which the owners
still tive and that the owners inherited from their ancestors. These were maintained and reserved better than
the ones that were bought or rented. Finally, the length of stay resulted in moral obligation to the house and
upkezping the houses. According to the study the recommendation for policy development is that
conservation and renovation of hstorical housing communities should be emphasized on their residents
especially whose houses were inherited form their ancestors and those who have been resided for years.
These residents are likely to be bonded to their houses and the renovate their historical house but do not
have adequate income so that the reservation and renovation of the historical housing communities can be

done comtinuously and become our national assets.
