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This research examined the content paintings of Prathom Suksa 5 and 6 students in Bangkok
conceming Thai culture in the aspects of 1. Nation, 2. Religious, 3. Politic and Government, 4. Tradition, 5.
Life Supportive Factors, 6. Art, 7. Ethics, and 8. Recreation.

The sampler of this research were 404 students of Prathom Suksa 5 and 6 in Bangkok Metropolis.
The research instruments were constructed by the researcher in the form of 1. Drawing test, 2. The
questionnaire for the students,and 3. Analysis form. The obtain drawings were analyzed by means of
frequency and percentage.

The research findings revealed that majority of th= content in students paintings showed the aspect
of Tradition (75.24%), followed by Ethics (9.43%), Art (5.90%), Recreation (4.01%), Religious (3.54%),
Nation, and Politic and Government (0.7 1% each), Life Supportive Factors was found at the least (0.47%).

The content of story that found at most was in the aspect of Tradition, including Loy Krathong
(55.97%), followed by Songkran (33.33%), Khuen Ban Mai, Wing Kwai, Phi Ta Khon, Khaeng Ruea Phai and
Hae Nang Maew were found the least (0.31%).

The details that appeared in the paintings mostly was in the aspect of Tradition (31.61%) which
shown the Loy Krathong Festival the most, the details were shown full moon, night time, Pow Tein Len Fai
(fireworks), selling Krathong and fireworks, orderly. Followed by Songkran Festival which were shown
throwing water by bowls, Kor Kong Sai (sand constructed), throwing water by water splashing gun; water
host; riding on the wagon, Rod Num Dum Hau (sprinkle water to adult), orderly. The details that appear at
least were Khun Ban Mai (iNew House), Wing Kwai (buffaio racing), Khang Rue Phai (boat racing), and Hae
Nang Maew (cat parading).

Conceming the opinions of the students on drawing and painting, it was found that the students
preferred drawing and painting activity the most (63.12%). In drawing and painting about Thai culture, the
students indicated that they needed samples for guiding in their paintings (54.46%). They would like the

teachers to include the content about Thai culture as drawing and paint activities occasionally (91.83%).
