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The purpose of this research was to study instructional management of drawing and painting
in elementary school level based on Waldor{ approach. The population i this rescarch composcd of
two administrators and nine teachers in Waldorf approached in elementary schools and {ive Waldorl
approach specialists. The instrument in the research were constructed by the rescarcher which
included interview and observation. The data were analyzed by means of percentage, frequency and
text analysis. '

It was found that all the groups of the participants expressed their opinions 1 the same
direction m all aspects as [ollows. 1) The teacher: shared the common understandings about Waldorl
approach both in theory and in practice; studied {rom textbooks; had responsibility as classroom
teacher and followed the same group of children from grade one to six, 2) The learers: focused on
children development and sensitivity in mind, and allowed children to participate in making decisions in
all struction stages with the emphasis on children direct experience, 3) Curriculum and content:
planned educatien in accordance with fundamental concepts in Waldorf approach, curricular in Waldor(
approach schools abroad, and National basic education curriculum; planned the integrated curriculum:
in terms of drawing and painting activities included 3 types: water color pamting, form drawing and
drawing for supplement school lessons, content in lessons included fairly tales and stories to stimulate
imagination; art principles were not taught directly, 4) Objective: integrated art in school lesson by and
drawing for supplement school lessons; provided direct experience about color by water color painting.
and learmed body movement by form drawing, 5) Teaching method: used demonstration. cxplanation.
and guiding; mixed teaching with play by means of body movement; tanght.drawing and painting b,
adding up colors and details with out sketching, 6) Teaching media: used natwral ohjects: used fanly
tales and topics as media for abstract concepts to encourage expressitn; selected drawing and painting
materials and tools in accordance with children readiness, 7) Evaluation: used behavior observation
and art work analysis; covered development in all domains in Waldorf approach, and 8) I.caring
environment: organized in accordance with Waldorf approach by using colors and lighting: set scating
arrangement suitable for each child's characteristics; decorated the room with natural objects; and set
artwork exhibition in the classroon.

From ciassroom observation, it was found that drawing and pamting was included 1 daily
lessons and incorporated with all lessons; lesson contenls were carried out by fairly tales suilable to
each age level in which the details could reflect colors and lines; learning was lively: and  teaching
media and materials and environment were carefully planned by considering the learner development.
