This mixed method research aimed to develop a strategy of budgeting management
in accordance with basic school context, Bangkok Metropolitan by doing 3 steps; Step 1:
studying current situation of a strategic budget management of basic education schools,
Bangkok Metropolitan. The samples composed of 65 school administrators and teachers by
stratified random sampling. Step 2: creating and checking a quality of the strategy by in-depth
interview from 10 experts. Step 3: evaluating the developed strategy from the same group of
samples in step 1. Statistics used for data analysis were percentage, mean, Standard Deviation,
and content analysis.

The results of the research revealed as follows:

1. The current situation on budgeting management of basic education schools,
Bangkok Metropolitan was at high level in 3 aspects: budget preparing, budget approval,
and budget management. The other 1 aspect was at a “moderate” level.

2. The developed strategy of budgeting management in accordance with basic
education school context, Bangkok Metropolitan has found that the strategy needs participation
of all people involved, especially the school board. The schools would like to have a vision,
mission, budget setting, budget approval, and budget management consistent with the
goals, objectives, measurable, in accordance to the context of the basic education schools,
Bangkok Metropolitan. This strategy will make the operation of budget management efficiency
which will affect on the quality of budget management system.

3. The developed strategy as evaluated by the school administrators and teachers

found at high level both feasibility and utility aspects.
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
