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The purposes of this research were as follow: 1) to study the operation condition of
Savings Cooperatives in Thailand, 2) to investigate the efficiency in financial management of
Savings Cooperatives in Thailand, 3) to determine technical efficiency in operation of Savings
Cooperatives in Thailand, and 4) to present managing approach for increasing efficiency in
operation of Savings Cooperatives in Thailand. The target population consists of 1,432 Savings
Cooperatives in Thailand where registered with Cooperative Auditing Department. The study
tools including record format, questionnaires, descriptive analysis, content analysis, SWOT
analysis, financial ratios analysis referred with base on CAMELS as analytical procedure
and Data Envelopment Analysis.

The results revealed that the operation condition of Savings Cooperatives in Thailand
was good with a positive strength which made these organizations strong and efficient
because they could reserve sufficient assets for a long term investment. As a whole, the
financial management of Savings Cooperatives in Thailand was efficient. However, the high
operating expenditure rate per profit showed that the Savings Cooperatives were unable to
cut costs to be lower than the income. In addition, the Saving Cooperatives had technical
efficiency with a trend to go higher. However, according to the efficiency change index, it
was found there was technical inefficiency in operation caused by an inappropriate level of
income. Therefore, it was suggested that the Savings Cooperatives in Thailand should focus

on developing financial stability to reduce investment risks.
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
