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Abstract

Project-based Learning is one efficient active learning method enhancing learners to be initiators,
practitioners, and problem solvers. A researcher had designed a course of Domestic Tour Operation
subject by applying Project-based Learning approach into the course in semester 3/2014. This is a
partial study of a classroom research titled ‘Applying Project-based Learning Approach for Enhancing
Student Capabilities in Tour Operation’. Three objectives of this study are to compare 1) pre and post
scores of 5 dimensions-attributes and skills designated by Thai Qualifications Framework for Higher
Education: TQF, 2) pre and post scores of attributes and skills designated by ASEAN Mutual Recognition
Arrangement on Tourism Professionals, and 3) pre and post scores of attributes and skills as the
course’s aims. The results indicate that the average scores of post study show significantly higher than
ones of pre study at a significant level 0.05 (P=.000) for all three criterion.
