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Abstract

At present, both the private and public sectors
want to develop information systems which are necessary
for the administration, personnel, production and policiy
planning.

The objective of this research is to design and
develop a computerized information system for forest
resources of Thailand. This informationsystem consists of
3 subsystems: forest policies, Royal Forest Department
(RFD) organization and industrial forest. The researcher
disigned and created 19 text files for forest policies, 1
master file for RFD organization, 1 master file for
industrial forest and 4 auxiliary files. Data collection
of each subsystem was obtained from the Royal Forest

Department and the Forest Industry Organization.
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The researcher used a microcomputer and dBASE III+

to develop programs and compiled the programs with
clipper. The system. provides data maintenance which
covers all data entry and data updating. A user is able

to obtain the required information both on screen and on

printer in Thai language.
