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Abstract

This is the quasi-experimental research (One group posttest design). The aims of this research
were to 1) evaluate the learning outcomes of the implementation of Sufficiency Economy philosophy in
the business sector by undergraduate students using the project-based learning approach; 2) study
undergraduate students’ abilities to do projects; 3) study undergraduate students’ opinions towards the
project-based learning approach. Samples used in this research were 267 undergraduate students taking
GE111: Value of Graduates course in the second semester of the academic year 2015. They were
selected with the purposive selection method. The research instruments were the tests on the project-
based learning of the philosophy of Sufficiency Economy in the business sector, the assessment forms
evaluating students’ abilities to do projects, and questionnaires surveying undergraduate students’
opinions towards the project-based learning approach. Statistical devices used in this study were mean
and standard deviation (S.D.). The results were as follows: 1) The undergraduate students’ learning
outcomes of the implementation of Sufficiency Economy philosophy in the business sector were with
the mean of 25.75 and S.D. of 4.17. 2) The overall abilities of undergraduate students to do projects
were categorized into 2 aspects: (1) The abilities to implement the projects were at the highest level. (2)
The abilities to present in class were at the high level. 3) The undergraduate students’ overall opinions

towards the project-based learning approach were at the high level.
