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This study was a quasi ~ experimental research. The purposes of this research were to effects of teaching folk

arts by storyline method on the learning process for undergraduate students in Art Education program in Rajabhat

Institute.

The purposive sampling were 31 students who registered in Folk Arts 2 classes in second semester of 2003
academic year of Arnt Education program in Rajabhat Rajanagarindra Institute. The rescarch instrument which
constructed by the researcher were 1) Folk Arts 2 by using storyline method lesson plans 2) knowledge documentation
3) knowledge achievement test 4) students notes form 5) students learning process observation form 6) production
cvaluation form 7) attitudes in Folk Arts form and 8) a sct of questionnaires concerning students opinions upon teaching
Folk Arts 2. The obtained data were analyzed by using frequencies, percentages, meaas, standard deviations and.t-test.

Rescarch findings were as follows :

I. The eognitive fcaming achievement of students after leamning Folk Arts 2 by using storyline method were
higher than pretest atthe 05 level of significance.

2. The psychometor skill learning achicvement of students after learning Folk Arts 2 by using storyline
mcthod were higher than pretest at the .05 level of significance.

3. The cognitive leaming attitudes of studenis after learmning Folk Arts 2 by using storvline method were
higher than pretest at+he 03 level of significance.

4. Learning process students used storyline method to instruct them by 2 instructional patierns which concise
of decper learning process and surfice fearning process.

4.1 Surface Lcearning process was as follows - Knowledge recuperate, observation, querics,
interview, reading. note. authentic performance, comparative of similarly, comparative of aversive and distinguishing.

4.2 Deeper leaming process was as follows - description, hypothesis, problem solving, analysis,
synthesis and evaluation.

Further more. learning achicvement of student’s learning by using storyline method were higher than pretest
and opinions towards teaching and learning process by using storvline method as enhanced thinking skill process,
problem solving process. fearning process, working process, social process, intelligence and wisdom, reasonable, accept
other people’s opinions. expression, happiness, leaming form multi-resource, positive attitudes and course the students

revealed that it was userul and could be knowledge of connection to cveryday life.
