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ABSTRACT

This research aimed at studying and developing the management formats of the
library at Lop Buri Central Prison. The purposes were to 1) study the prisoners’ background
information, 2) study general conditions and problems of Lop Buri Central Prison Library, 3)
develop the library management systems in accordance with the standards of prison libraries, the
Department of Corrections, and 4) provide the reading services to the prisoners, 300 of whom
were selected as samples of this research.

The findings showed that most of the samples were male at the ages of 21-30,
31-40 and 18-20 years, who were single, married and separated. Their educational backgrounds
ranged from primary, secondary to high school levels. In addition, the occupations they did before
being sentenced in prison were employees, business owners and the unemployed, most of whom
earned approximately 4,000-7,000 baht, 7,000-10,000 baht and 10,000-15,000 baht respectively.
The standards of the general conditions of Lop Buri Central Prison Library were according to the
criteria standards of the prison libraries; however, the reading materials were relatively old and
short of new ones owing to the limited budgets. The researcher, together with Academic Resource
and Information Technology Center, Thepsatri Rajabhat University, was responsible for the
project entitled “Thepsatri Rajabhat for Community”, which provided resources and information
technology services one to two months in a row as well as the reading activities such as
exhibitions, interesting book introduction, contests, etc. Besides, the library’s environments were
reorganized and decorated so as to be an appropriate place for education and relaxation. In terms
of the library services, every section comprising information technology resources, technical
services, library activities, staff, the building, and library hardware, was perceived as very
satisfactory. As a result, the significance obtained from this study could be applied to develop the

management systems of Lop Buri Central Prison Library.
