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ABSTRACT

The computer has increasingly been playing an important role promoting the
livings of Thai people either in the aspects of professional management or daily survival.
This development has particularly multiplied the expansion of computer and online
participation throughout the society. Nonetheless, the general availability of computers
has also inevitably resulted in the misapplication of the computer which extensively
disrupts the national economy, social solidarity, and national security, while also
depresses the public morality and peacefulness. Computer Crimes Act B.E. 2550,
therefore, has been enacted against the commission of computer related offences, and
it is obligated that Thai citizens realize their legal rights and prohibitions. In consequence,
this study compared the attitude and awareness towards the Computer Law of students,
with an objective to provide empirical information for pedagogical preparations and/or
occupational trainings regarding the computer law.

The samples of this study were 500 undergraduates at King Mongkut’s Institute
of Technology Ladkrabang (KMITL) selected from 19,074 students in academic year 2013
using Multi-Stage Random Sampling Method. The research instrument was a three-part
guestionnaire examining the attitude towards the computer law, awareness towards the
computer law and the attitude towards the internet usage, with Cronbach's Alpha
Reliability Coefficient at 0.84, 0.94 and 0.74 respectively. The obtained data were
analyzed using Standard Deviation, t-test, and One-Way ANOVA (F-test) through Multiple
Comparison test, Scheffe's method. The findings of this study are as follows:

1. The overall and sectional attitudes towards the computer law of the students
were at highly positive level.

2. The overall and sectional attitudes towards the computer law, regarding
illegality, enforcement, and dissemination, of the students with different genders were
significantly different at 0.05.



3. The overall and sectional awareness towards the computer law of the
students were at high level.

4. The awareness towards the computer law, regarding data distribution and
internet usage, of the students with different genders was significantly different at 0.05.

5. The awareness towards the computer law, regarding data accessibility and
computer system, of the students with different Grade Point Average was significantly
different at 0.05.

6. The overall and sectional attitudes towards the internet usage of the students
were at highly positive level.

7. The attitudes towards the internet usage, regarding general information search,

of the students with different genders were significantly different at 0.05.
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
