The purposes of this quasi-experimental research was to study effects of the use of
discharge planning focusing on continuity of care in infants with diarrhea on nursing service
satisfaction of careqgivers and infant care behaviors. Subjects were composed of 34
hospitalized infants with caregivers assigned to an experimental and a control group based on
sequence of hospitalization. The first 17 hospitalized infants were assigned to the control
group and the last 17 hospitalized infants were in the experimental group. The experimental
group received nursing care using the discharge planning focusing on continuity of care. The
control group received routine nursing care. Nursing service satisfaction of caregivers was
measured by the Caregivers'Satisfaction Questioraire develcped by Thammasuk (1999). its
alpha coefficient was .95. Infant care behaviors was measured on the third day after
discharge by Infant Care Behaviors Sale developed by the researcher. Its content validity was
established by 5 experts, and its alpha coefficient was .79.

Findings were as follows:

1. Nursing service satisfaction of caregivers of infants receiving discharge
planning focusing on continuity of care was significantly higher than that of the caregivers of
infants receiving routine nursing care, at the level of .05

2. Infant care behaviors of caregivers of infants receiving discharge planning
focusing on continuity of care was significantly better than that of the caregivers of infants

receiving routine nursing care, at the level of .05
