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The purpose of this research were 1) to study state of external evaluation results for quality
development of basic education institutions and 2) to study the factors affecting the utilization of
external evaluation results for quality development of basic education institutions. The data were
collected through questicnnaires. The research samnle were consisted of 147 schools which received
the report of the first external quality evaluation from The Office for Natioral Education standards and
Quality Assessment. The data were analyzed via descriptive statistics and polytomous logistic
regression.

The major finding were as follows:

1) The schools which conceptually utilized external evaluation results completely,
partially and did not utilized external evaluation results were 70.75%, 23.81% and 5.44% respectively.
The schools which legitimate utilized external evaluation results completely, partially and did not utilized
external evaluation results were 73.47%, 19.73% and 6.30% respectively. The schools which
symbolically utilized external evaluation results completely, partially and did not utilized external
evaluation results were 71.43%, 22.45% and 6.12% respectively. The schools which instrumental
utilized external evaluation results partially, completely and did not utilized externa! evaluation results
were 54.42%, 35.37% and 10.20% respectively.

2) Factors that had significant affect on the utilization of external evaluation results for
quality development of basic education institutions at .01 and ‘.05 level were the schools which had
external evaluation results in reform level and attitude for external evaluation of principal respectively.
Furthermore the schools which had external evaluation results in fair level had influence on completely
conceptually use, legitimate use and symbolically use, and communication skills of external evaluators
had influence on completely instrumental use.

Legitimate use model, symbolic use model, conceptual use model and instrumental
use model could predict the utilization of external evaluation results for 80.27%, 79.59%, 75.51% and

72.79% respectively.
