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The purpose of this research was to study the state and probiems of the administration of joint ieaming
for autistic child kindergartens under the Office of Private of Education Commission in Bangkok Metropolis.

Population were 64 school adménistrators, 64 assistant administrators and 192 teachers. The research tool was
questionnaire. Data were analyzed by using frequencies and percentage.

The findings were as follows:

1. According to the academic administration, the schools provided preparations before joint leamning,
the form is joint leaming in ordinary classes, using the Curricutum for Early Childhood Education B.E.2540.

2. According to the personnel administration, the criteria for teacher to be considered is a need to have
working experience and to attend training/seminar in joint leaming class arrangement for autisﬁc child. In
addition, outing trips, parties and {raining class

. 3. According to the student personnel administration, in a class, there is one autistic student and a
teacher and 11-15 students among.

4. According to the business and finance administration, computers were used and documents were
well organized. A special area was provided to store the teaching aids for joint leaming.

5. According to the school plant administration, the classrooms were remodeled for joint leaming, with
the appropriate lighting and size for number of students and activities, and the appropriate arrangement of
storing leaming kids for safety and order.

6. According to the school-community relation administration, the community was invited to join the

activities. For example, they were invited to be guest speakers. The students and teachers were join the

community's activities.

The problems were

1. Thé teachers had insufficient knowledge to create test and evaluation instruments for the
deveiopment of autistic student.

2. There were insufficient teachers for special education.

3. The autistic students were not ready to join the activities.

4. There were no autistic students’ information systems.

5. The administrators did not have enough experience in arranging autistic joint leaming.

6. The autistic students parents had insufficient experience to assist their kids in leaming at home.
