The purposes of this research were 1) to develop a standards-based curriculum in an English Teaching Competency
Enhancement course for teacher students. There were two steps in curriculum development process. Firstly, preliminary data were
studied by documentary studying, interviewing and surveying opinions on essential standards for English language teachers from
informants and weighing the English language teacher standards by experts. Secondly, the course curriculum and its
supplementary documents were developed and 2) to evaluate the developed curriculum by experts’ validating and by
implementing. The research findings were as follows:

1. A course curriculum on English Teaching Competency Enhancement with its supplementary documents were
developed and proposed as an elective course in specific subject areas for English majored students, faculty of education, Rajabhat
Institute. The curriculum identified English language teacher standards with 4 strands, 13 content standards and 88 performance
standards as goals for developing students’ English language competence, knowledge and understanding of English language
instruction, cultures of English speaking countries and desirable characteristics of English language teachers.

2. The devéloped curriculum was evaluated at “good” level by experts and the results of implementation with the
English majored students of facuity of education, Rajabhat Institute showed that the experimental group’s posttest scores in
English language competence, knowledge and understanding on English language instruction, knewledge and understanding on
cultures of English speaking countries and characteristics of English language teachers were significantly higher than ihe pretest
scores 23.46, 14.28, 22.95 and 5.56 percer:ts respectively and higher thun the pretest scorcs at .05 level. Morcover, most of
experimental group expressed their opinions on the deveioped curriculum that the curriculuni contents were aligned with their
needs in practicum course and their gained kncwledge and understanding of contents, skiils and performances at “high™ level
except speaking skills. In interviewing the experimenta! group, it was found that the developed curriculum can help them review

their background knowledge as well as enhance their English language teaching competencies.
