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The purposes of the study were to study the opinions of the graduates in the
field of secondary education, majoring in social studies concerning the appropriateness
and problems of the curriculum and their opinions concerning the benefits from the
courses for further education and career. The informants were twenty graduates
majoring in social studies at secondary educational level. The instrument was a set of
questionnaire. The obtained data were analyzed by means of frequencies and

percentage and then were presented in tables with the explanation.

The findings were as follows :

1. More than 50% of the graduates najoring in social studies expressed that the
aspect of structure and course organization was the mest appropriate in the items of the
emphasis on integration of ecducation and society, courses in major area covering the
subject content to be taught in schools, seminar courses being organized in each
specific field. More than 60% of the graduates expressed that the aspect of
instructional management was tne most appropriate in the items of creating friendship
atmosphere among staff and students, knowledge self-acquisition, and promoting
students’ critical thinking, More than 55% of the graduates expressed that the aspect of

student characteristic development was the most appropriate in the items of the

development of morality and ethics.

Regarding to the problems, more than 50% of the graduates expressed that

there were little problems in the content aspect relating to the issues of redundancy of

content in the major program, numbers of credits connecting with the quantity of content
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and connection with society. More than 45% of the graduates expressed that there
were least problems in the instructor and instructional activities aspects relating to the
issues of offering the students’ chance to acquire knowledge, participation in discussion
and specialists of instructors. More than 40% of the graduates expressed that there
were problems in the instructional media and learning resources and measurement and
evaluation aspects relating to the issues of internet service and the lack of self-
evaluation. More than 20% of the graduates expressed that the lack of new editions of
books and journals in the library and heavy loads of assignments were the most
problems.

2. More than 50% of graduates expressed that the required courses in teacher
education area and social studies as a double major program which they gained the
best benefits were Professional Experience, Educational Psychology, Fundamentals of
Developmental Psychology, World Regional Geography 1, Thai History 2 and Principles
of Geography. 100% of the graduates majoring in social studies as a single major
expressed that ithe courses which they gained the best benefits were American History,

European History since 19 th century to the present and Principles of Geography.
