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The purposes of this study were : 1) to survey the state of the Bachelors
of Secondary Education, majoring in English, 2) to survey the opinion of these
stbjects concerning the instruction , the curriculum problems, and their
characteristics gained from completing the Bachelor Degree of Education
Curriculum (Revised Curriculum 1996) ;and 3) to survey their opinion
concerning the application of the English language content and language skills
gained from completing the 1996 Revised Curriculum.

The samples for this study were 39 Bachelers of Secondary Education,
maijoring in English in 1998 and 1999.

The research instrument for this study was a questionnaire constructed
by the researchers to survey the slate of the sample and their opinions
concerning the instruction, the curriculum problem,. the characteristics gained
from comgleting the 1996 Revised Curricuium; and the application of English
language content and language skills gained from cornpleting the 1996
Revised Curricuium.

The researct findings were as follows:

1. The samples were mostly 97.44%, female, mostly 46.15% had
occupation, 43.59% continued their study. For those who had occupation,
mostly 72.68% of them worked in private companies, 15.79% worked in the
education institutions and 10.53% worked in the government enterprises. For
those who worked in education, all of them taught at the lower leve! of

secondary education.

2. All sample and when divided according to single major and double
majors opined that the 1996 Revised Curriculum had provided them with the
instruction stated in the curriculum at the high level. They thought that they had
curriculum problems at the low level, and they had gained the graduate
characteristic from completing the 1996 Revised Curriculum at the high level.
Therefore the 1996 Revised Curriculum for English major can be considered as
suitable.

3. All sample and when divided according to single major and double
majors thought that the English content and language skills they gained from
completing the 1996 Revised Curriculum could be applied to their occupations

and their further studies at the high level.
