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ABSTRACT

he aims of this study are to examine the level and nature of corporate social responsibility
in 5 dimensions including human rights and fair labor, customer, environment, community and
society, and fair operating practice; and to test the influence of corporate social responsibility
on organizational performance from the balanced scorecard perspectives of hotels located in
Phuket, Krabi and Phang Nga provinces, which are the major tourist provinces in the South Andaman
area of Thailand. The primary data were collected from the questionnaires distributed to the sample
hotels derived from stratified sampling, totalling 82 hotels. The results obtained from multiple regression
analysis indicated that corporate social responsibility in 3 dimensions including environment, community
and society, and fair operating practice had a statistically significant positive influence on the organizational
performance. The suggestions arisen from this study can be employed as best practices as well as
guidance for policy setting and social responsibility operations that are in accordance with business

strategy and will ultimately lead to the creation of corporate sustainable performance.
