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The objectives of this research aim at study both structure of workers and demographic impacts on
a real sector of Songkla province by dividing data into groups depending on aged through expectation of
real GPP growth rate in the province. Secondary data of three sources, Labor Force Survey (LFS) of 1985
to 2007, a population data of Songkla province and a data of real GPP on NESDB from 1985 to 2009, is
analyzed of Cobb-Douglas Production Function.

Results of this study show that a normal case which ration of workers is stable is 65.58 percent, and
aged society in the next 30 years there will have had a tendency to continue raising of real GPP, average
- growth rate of both cases are approximately 0.45 percent. When a difference between a normal case and a
case of aged society is considered, it could be found that aged society makes the growth rate of real GPP
less than a normal case approximately 0.13 percent.

The structure on worker in a real sector which is divided into groups depending on age reacts that
during 1995 to 2007 most of workers about 95 percent are labor. Aged labor who still have a job are likely
to increase from 2.3 percent in 1985 to 7.5 percent in 2007. When the structure of workers is classified by
using a real sector, it is found that an affects real sector from changing demographic population is
* agriculture, hunting and forestry, social and personal service sector. Predictably affected sectors would be
 wholesale and retail trade sector and a hotel — restaurant sector by using questionnaires, in-depth interview
and brand — storm from economists and entrepreneurs finds that manufacturing sector, agriculture, hunting
 and forestry sector and commercial fishing sector are the most affected sector from demographic change
of insufficient Thai workers causing dependence and import Myanmar and Cambodian workers. However,
employment of those foreign workers bring about a number of problems such as causing management cost
to an entreprencur, raising crime cases and increasing many social problems.
