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This research on Sepak Trakraw team positioning tactics and scores making in the 35th
Thailand University Games aimed at the investigation of playing strategies, team positioning tactics,
serving, spikes, types of kicking, swaying, hgadirfg and blocking balis in the 35th Thailand
University Games 2008 matches. The subjects of the study were the male teamed Sepak Takraw
players who reached the 8th teamed competition which is the final match. The data were collected
by videotaping all of the match—from the first up to the champion round. The data were later
written into the D.VD, which further transferred into the Team Positioning Tactic Format constructed
by the researchers. This format included the data about team positioning tatic; serving, spikes, and
types of kicking, swaying, heading and blocking balls. The information in the format were
categorized and analyzed for frequency and percentage.

The findings of this research were as follows:

1. There were 2 patterns of Team Positioning Tactics: ABC and BAC. The percentages
of the former and the latter are 35.72% and 64.28% respectively. There were 2 positions of the
substitutes in each pattern.

2. The players mostly used the right feet in serving (71.43%) Most of the servings were
performed by the back of the feet (49.28%). The flat services were most used (77.94%); foltowed
by the drop shot services (14.03%).

3. The position that most kicked the balls was the right Inside (81.48%) They mainly
used the right feet with the back summersaulf spikes (63.51%); followed by the side summersaulf
spikes (21.62%); it was also found that the most strategy used was the charging down back
summersaulf spikes (28.67%); followed by the flat back summersaulf spikes (27.94%); and the drop
shot back summersaulf spikes (20.59%).

4, The left inside players were mostly found performing the charging down of the balls
(72.73%); The most freduent strategy performed was the charging down (68.18%); in which the
pressed down charging (43.43%) and the tossing charging (30.49%) are found of high frequencies.

5. The players who mostly headed the balls was in the right inside, They headed the
balls with their fronts (50.00%) and with the right sight of their heads (33.33%). It was found that
the tossing heading (38.89%) and the flat heading (33.33%) were of the high frequencies.

6. The players that mostly blocked the balls were the right side (76.09%). The tactics
mostly used was the blocking with the right legs (64.41%); mostly with curved legs (55.56%);
stretching legs (22.22%) and balance back (11.11%).
