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The objectives of study were to study establishment, characteristics, pattern,
condition and process of saving group network, to study the impact of network activity,
to study constraint face of saving group network activity, and to suggest appropriate
saving group network model of Songkhla saving group. The data collection were from
both secondary source by means document research from correspondent organizations
with saving group network and primary source by means interview with structured
interview form, group discussion and focus group. Eight saving groups are
representative samples. The analysis are both quantitative analysis by using the
statistics of average, percentage, and standard deviation and qualitative analysis by
classification and synthesis.

The results are revealed that there can classified three stage of evolution of
saving group network in Songkhla province as(1)Before 1978:Initiative establishment
saving group network, period (2) During 1979—199.7:'}he strengthen Development of
saving group network (3)1998-present : Saving group network toward community
economics. And also, there were founded that at present, founded-three type of saving
group network as internal network, external network and both internal and external
network. Mainly, most of saving groups have interna! network in form of both formal and
informal network by firstly, start internal network such as support fund to both sub-
groups and their memberships, providing knowledge about network and contact among
memberships.

For saving group network activities, there were founded that seven activities as
loan activity, input factor production, purchase good for membership, welfare, exchange
skill and knowledge, relationship activity, data based management, respectively. For the
impact of network on the sustainable of saving group, there were founded that three
impacts are as learning process, increase activities, and increase strength and
sustainability. For the constraint of saving group network, there were founded ten
Qonstraints as (1) not strength of rule and regulation network (2)more varieties of norm
and value among saving group network memberships (3)little network activities

(4)deficient network fund for operation, (S)little participation (6)constraint of monitoring
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and controlling of network (7)conflict benefit among saving group network memberships
(8) inefficient coordination mechanism (9)deficient network leadership and (10)deficient
operation plan, respectively.

For the appropriate saving group network model, there are three sub-models as;
(1)sub-model saving group network decision making, (2)sub-model improving potential
of network under supporting factors toward economic sustainability, and (3)sub-model
adjustment and strengthen development for suitability with significant and conditional
factors that correspondent with network operation.

For saving group network development, there were five strategic developments
as(1)physical strategic development (2)human development strategic development
(3)administrative strategic development (4)information strategic development and (5)

ethic strategic development, respectively.
