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The purposes of this research were : 1) to develop an integration model of genre-based writing instruction
in higher education courses to enhance undergraduate students’ prose writing ability, language skills and ieaming achievement
2) to study effects of employing the developed model on prose writing ability 3) to compare the students’ prose writing ability
between those who leamed through the developed model and ones who learned through the regular instruction 4) to study effects
of employing the developed model on their language skills 3) to compare the students’ language skills between those who leamed
through the developed model and ones who learned through the regular instruction 6) to study effects of employing the developed
model on their icarning achievement. The research procedures comprised of four steps : First, studying the problems and
surveying knowledge and understanding of writing instruction of the instructors in higher education level. Second, developing the
instructional model and its supplementary materials. Third. developing research instruments and Fourth, testing the developed
model.

The results of this research were as follows :

1) The developed model consisted of six elements : principles, objectives, specific attributes, integrated
instructional process and evaluation. The instructional process involved three steps : learning through modeling, writing practice
in group and writing practice individually.

2)  When the developed model was implemented, it was found that :

2.1) the average score of writing ability of students who learned through the developed model was
higher than 70 percent criterion score.

2.2) the average score of prose writing ability of students who learned through the developed model
was higher than those wiio leamed through the regular instruction at .05 level of signiticance.

2.3) the average score of language skills of students was lower than 70 percent criterion scorc.

2.4) the average score of language skills of social science students who learned through the
developed model was higher than those who leamed through the regular instruction at .05 level of
significance but the average score of the science students’ was lower than those who learned through
the segular instruction at .05 level of significance.

2.5) the average score of learning achievement of social sciences students who learned through the

developed model was higher than 60 percent which was the criterion score but the average score of

science students® were lower than 50 percent criterion score.
