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The purposes of this research were to study the operation and problems of the curriculum organization of the
Buddhist’s way of life schools. Population was drawn from Reports of the Buddhist’s way of life schools. Task force on
working performance of basic educational schools which initiated the application of Buddhism approach into educational
system. These schools have been reportedly doing constant performance from Ministry of Education. This research has
sources of data consist of the administrators, deputy academic administrators, teachers as chicf of learing subject group
teachers, and teachers as chief of student activity group. Tools used were semi-structured interview shect documentary form.
Statistics used were frequency distribution and percentage .

Research findings:

1. At the preparation stage. the Buddhist’s way of liie schools have selected consultants and provided learning
resources, documents and information, personnel, school comamitiees, swudents, parents and pcople of the community; law of
institution and institutional Action Plan. No problem was found in the preparation stage.

2. At the operational stage, the Buddhist’s way of life schools stresses the Buddhist philosophy as the highest of
the institution as to reflecting development under the Principle of TRI SIKKHA (Prohibitions to do bad things: meditation,
intellectuality) through integration of lcarning and daily life. There has been organizing learning units by integrating Buddhist
philosophy into every group of learning subjects. The plan of learning has emphasized the Buddhist philosophy as criteria of
examining the achievement of learning practicing or combination ot learning among group of subjects. To set up students’
activitics have been defined based on pronioting the proper way of living. On the physical aspect of learning institutes, the
school’s surroundings have been organized to remind students of the Pira Rattana Tri. The lcaming curriculum also
emphasizes the co-ordination among the schools and temples as well as local community for learning management. Learnc:s
developed in all aspects of physical, behavioral, moral, and wisdom. Related personnel dcveloped through education and
Dhamma practice. The schools have also provided frequent supervision and monitoring. To support schools’ resources have
been provided by searching neccessary academic information for teaching.  No problem was found in the operational stage.

3. At the follow-up and evaluation stage. The schools have been carried out through interview with deputy
academic administrators of the institutes and teachers lcading the groups of learing subjects. Observations were also taken on
teaching performance. It had been operated through academic ycar and thie public relations of the curriculum organization had
been publicized through exhibitions as well as organizational co-operations to lead the Buddhist’s way of life learning. No

problem was found in the follow-up and evaluation stage.
